AT B STREET COMMUNITY CENTER

Monday, June 13th, 7-9 PM

What can we do about the speeding vehicles in Gerstle Parké
Do you have difficulty crossing the street safely¢ Have you

noticed an increase in traffic related noise¢ What about the

increased number of cars passing your house¢ Do you have
difficulty exiting your driveway safely¢ Why don’t we have
crosswalk signs where they’re obviously needed¢ These are

important issues, and we need to talk about them together!

GPNA’s Traffic Committee was formed because of many
reports by residents regarding traffic problems. These vehicle-
related complaints include speeding, disobeying signs/signals,
traffic volume and noise, type of traffic (such as large
commercial vehicles using small side streets) and intersection
safety, to name a few. The Committee has worked with the
City of San Rafael in an effort to bring improvements or
solutions to these issues by participating in the General Plan
process related to traffic. Committee members have also met
several times with the Traffic Engineer of San Rafael’s
Department of Public Works, and with County Supervisor Hal
Brown. Now it’s important that we as residents come together
to discuss these issues and brainstorm about possible solutions
and what actions we can take. Because GPNA represents you,
we need to know what your concerns and preferences are
related to traffic improvements for Gerstle Park. Traffic in our
neighborhood affects each of us every day, so please join us at
the June 13th Neighborhood Traffic Meeting.

A short survey designed to help us prepare for the meeting is
inserted in this newsletter. Please take a couple of minutes to
complete the survey and return it by May 31st. All surveys
returned by May 31st will be entered in a drawing for a $50
gift certificate for dinner at the Panama Hotel. The drawing

will be held at the Neighborhood Traffic Meeting.

B STREET UPDATE

As a continuation of the B Street cleanup efforts, the planter on
the corner in front of 7-11 has now been landscaped.
Additional soil, as well as the labor to prepare the planter, was
donated by GPNA Board member Dan Miller and his staff

from the Panama Hotel. Parvin Hashemi, the owner of the
building housing 7-11 and other businesses, donated a good
portion of the funds for purchase of the plants, and GPNA
Board member Tymber Cavasian provided additional funds, as
well as labor to transport and install the plants and bark.
GPNA will make sure the new plants get established by
managing the watering chore ourselves through the summer. If
you're interested and available to help occasionally (takes about

The new B Street trees have recently had summer watering
bags installed, and they are thriving. We've had many
comments from residents about how pleased they are with the
project. However, we recently received a call regarding bikes
being chained to at least one of the trees. This is harmful to all
trees, but particularly fatal to the soft bark of young trees. It’s
also a violation of San Rafael Municipal code 11.12.050.

Please be kind to our street trees, and report any incidents you
see of damaged bark, signs nailed on trees, bikes chained to
trees, etc., to John Tune, Parks and Recreation Department, at
485-3375.

EARTH DAY IN GERSTLE PARK

In conjunction with the City of San Rafael and Keep California
Beautiful, GPNA sponsored our first Neighborhood Earth Day
event on April 23rd. Board member Tymber Cavasian and
GPNA member Catherine Loudon headed up the effort. This
year our focus was “Clean Up”. Though a little short on
planning time, we managed to field two very ambitious teams
comprised of approximately 20 residents who cleaned up
sidewalk areas, parking strips and litter. A special thank you
goes to Center Point, who contributed approximately 8
volunteers to this effort. Though the event-day weather
cooperated, the prior evening’s wind and rain dumped a lot
more debris onto the streets than anticipated, so the going was
a little slow-it looked like fall again! We focused on D Street,
Bayview Street above D, and First Street. In addition to the
roving volunteers, several neighbors timed their own property
cleanup perfectly, so the streets were looking pretty spiffy
afterwards. The results of mowing, pulling weeds, picking up
litter, sweeping and general cleanup makes a noticeable
difference! The City contributed the cleanup bags, and the
Department of Public Works hauled away the three rather large
piles of debris.

UPDATE ON C STREET FLOODING PROBLEM

The next C Street/ Mahon Creek Flood Committee
meeting with Andrew Preston, director of San Rafael
Public Works Department, is scheduled for Thursday,
May 26th, 7:00 P.M. at the B Street Community Center.
Please come and participate. This will be our third
neighborhood meeting with Mr. Preston. We are very
pleased that he has been so responsive to our request for
infrastructure improvements to reduce our local flooding
problems. He is working with us to find low cost
solutions which can be feasibly implemented, given the
current budget constraints of the Public Works
Department.

Over 25 neighbors attended our first meeting in
February. After hearing our concerns, the Public Works
Department

* Thoroughly cleaned the storm drains in the area.

* Trimmed branches and foliage impeding the flow of
Mahon Creek in front of Wild Care.

* Removed silt at Lincoln Avenue and Mahon Creek.

* Began a dialogue with an engineer from SMART in
regards to the removal of the railroad trestle and timber
bulkheads at West Francisco, which are severely
restricting the water flow from Mahon Creek into the
bay.

At our second meeting, Andrew brought along Al
Cornwall, owner of CSW/Stuber-Stroeh Engineering
Group, who developed the original 1995 master plan for
proposed drainage improvements for Mahon Creek.
These plans have not yet been implemented, but we are
working to initiate their implementation and to develop
new solutions. The localized flooding problem has been
identified to include roughly the area between 2nd, B, D
and Taylor Streets.

We will be meeting every two months with Andrew
Preston and Al Cornwall to receive a progress report
and give our input. Andrew has been very impressed
that our Flood Committee has educated itself so
thoroughly. Thanks to all Flood Committee members!
Keep in mind that we are competing for Andrew’s
attention, since there are many infrastructure projects in
San Rafael that need improvements and funding. Our
efforts to improve this local flooding problem would be
greatly helped by including more members on the
Committee. For information on how you can
participate in the Flood Committee, please contact Mary
Ann Nardo at mitnardo@jps.net.

In the two years that Theron and Teri Yeager have
owned 119 Clark St., an old (c. 1907 or so) two-storey
craftsman-style home, they’ve done many needed
repairs and updates, while being careful to keep the

basic character of the house intact. Although the focus
of this article is the exterior work that was recently completed, it
should be mentioned that Theron and Teri have done extensive
restorations inside as well. They refurbished a chimney and two
fireplaces, restored old lighting fixtures by searching EBay and other
Internet sources, and have added details and decorations that make the
interior look quite authentic to the period of its construction.

The exterior work is both handsome and well-matched to the house.
Theron explained that the driveway, which has new earth-toned
concrete pavers, had to be replaced, because there was a rapidly
deteriorating drainage system underneath. There was also a run-down
shack at the back of the driveway, which has been torn down and
replaced with a very attractive garage that looks like a carriage house,
with a two-car garage below and an office and storage space above.
This structure was shingled to match the relatively new brown shingles
on the house, and it even has old-fashioned carriage-house lighting
fixtures at either end, which Theron bought from Rejuvenation, a
company that specializes in lighting fixture design from the Victorian
era to the 50’s.

In the back of the house there’s an attractive and well-preserved old
brick walkway leading up a few brick stairs to a back garden, and
Theron enhanced their effect by adding a low wall of old-looking
bricks on the side, as a border to the driveway:.

A new system of French drains was laid down all around the garage,
continuing under and on the sides of the new driveway.

On one side of the driveway there is now a tall row of yellow
Marguerites, as well as a lemon tree and a Japanese maple, and some
low-lying greenery and another Japanese maple on the other side. The
front yard has climbing roses and a wisteria vine on either side of the
staircase, and a well-kept lawn that goes down to the low concrete
wall that runs the width of the property and abuts the sidewalk. Two
stone pillars mark off the boundaries of the property, and Theron
pointed out that the low wall and a few more such pillars continue in
front of other properties along the street. He said this is due to the
fact that much of that block was one whole estate in the past, and that
his driveway was part of a long semi-circular carriage drive that led up
to the main entrance of the estate.

Theron and Teri haven’t had time yet to work on the planting strip at
the curb, but they expect to get to it soon. Since there’s a gas line as
well as water under the strip, they will do a shallow dig and place
stepping stones and gravel in that area, and perhaps a few plants.

We are happy to present this season’s Blue Ribbon Award to Theron
and Teri Yeager for all their carefully considered improvements, and for
keeping intact the architectural spirit of their lovely old home.

ARE YOU PLANNING TO BUILD R FENCE?

Before starting construction of a fence, GPNA strongly suggests
that you visit the Planning Department in City Hall. San Rafael
has a very specific ordinance concerning types of materials used
and heights allowed for building a fence.

Also, here’s a related issue- most all the lots in Gerstle Park have a
City-owned planter strip between the front property line and the
sidewalk. This strip is usually about 18 inches wide, but can be as
wide as five feet. Planter strips provide visual continuity to
neighborhood streets as well as a visual relief from structures
abutting sidewalks. They also afford an opportunity for
beautification and “curb appeal”. Some owners have mistakenly
incorporated this planter strip into their front yard, but you
should be aware that the City requires fences to be on privately
owned property.
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SPRING BROOM PULL A SUCCESS!

On March 12th, GPNA sponsored the French Broom Pull in
the open space area adjacent to Gerstle Park, extending from
D Street to Makin Grade to Grove Street. About 18
volunteers accomplished a record amount of work for a one-
day effort, clearing a huge area of French broom that had
been choking out native growth. GPNA even provided lunch
for everyone! The weather cooperated, so it was not only a
productive day, but a day of beautiful spring weather that
was enjoyed by all. Special thanks to all those who
participated and helped to make this needed effort
successful, especially to the cheerful and hardworking
volunteers from Center Point!
